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BOWMONT BRAF ROSE SCARF 
 
MEASUREMENTS:  
 
WIDTH 9” (23 cm)  
LENGTH 56” (142 cm) 
 
MATERIALS 
 
Two 50 g balls Bowmont Braff 4 ply wool 
4 mm crochet hook 
 
TENSION 
 
16 sts and 7 rows = 4” (10 cm) over Shell Trellis stitch. 
 
Shell Trellis Stitch 
 
Chain a multiple of 12 
sts plus 1; plus 2 for 
foundation row. 
 
Foundation Row 
(RS)  Work 2 tr in 3rd 
ch from hook, *skip 
next 2 ch, dc in next 
ch, ch 5, skip next 5 
ch, dc in next ch, skip 
next 2 ch, work 5 tr 
(shell) in next ch; rep 
from *, end last rep  
with 3 tr in last ch.  
Turn. 
 
Row 1: Ch 1, dc in first st, *ch 5, dc in next ch-5 lp, ch 5 dc in 3rd tr of next shell; rep from *, 
end last rep with dc in top of t-ch.  Turn. 
Row 2: *Ch 5, dc in next ch-5 lp, work 5 tr (shell) in next dc, dc in next ch 5 lp; rep from *, 
end ch 2 , tr in last dc, skip t-dc.  Turn. 
Row 3:  Ch 1, dc in first tr, *ch 5, dc in 3rd tr of next shell, ch 5, dc in next ch-5lp; rep from * 
across.  Turn. 
Row 4:  Ch 3 (counts as 1 tr) work 2 tr in first st, *dc in next ch-5 lp, ch 5, dc in next ch-5 lp, 
work 5 tr (shell) in next dc; rep from *, end last rep with 3 tr in last dc, skip t-ch.  Turn. 
Rep rows 1-4 for shell trellis st. 
 
 



SCARF 
 
With 4 mm crochet hook make 51 chain. 
Work in Shell Trellis stitch until scarf measures 48” (122 cm) ending with a row 3. 
 
Scarf Edging  
 
Row 1:  (RSF) Ch 1, 1 dc into each ch across row.  Turn. 
Row 2:  Work as for row 1, Turn. 
Row 3: (shell trim) * skip first two sts 7 tr into next st (shell) skip next two sts, sl st into next 
st;  rep from * across row.  Turn scarf round and repeat scarf edging at the other end. 
 
 
 
 
ROSE EMBELLISHMENT (make 2)  
 
Make 30 chain 
Row 1: (RS)  Skip first 6 ch (counts as 1 htr, skip 1 
ch and ch 3) htr into 7th ch from hook, *ch 3, skip 
next ch, htr in next ch; rep from * across.  Turn. 
Row 2:  Ch 3 (counts as 1 tr) work (tr, ch3, 2 tr) in 
first 3 ch space, ch 1, *work (2 tr, ch3, 2 tr) in next 
3 ch space, ch 1; rep from * across omitting ch-1 at 
end of last repeat.  Turn. 
Row 3:  *work 7 tr in first ch-3 space, sl st into next 
ch 1 space; rep from * across. End work 7 tr in last 
ch-3 space, sl st in top of ch-3 of row below. 
Fasten off. 
 
FINISHING 
Shape rose strip in a spiral forming a flower that has three rows of petals.  Sew together in 
centre of flower to secure petals.  Attach one rose to centre of scarf edging at each end.
